Part of the ministry of the St. Mary’s Food Pantry includes provid-
ing non-perishable food items to Fairfax County Probation and
Parole Officers, who distribute these to their clients struggling with
food insecurity. The following is a comment from one of the
Probation Officers:

"These donations are helping us to change lives. When
we provide food, we are helping families meet their
basic needs and we are building trust with them. Once
we build trust, we can make a positive impact on their
ability to access more resources and we make a differ-
ence in their lives. One person told us, 'l know my pro-
bation officer cares about me because she brings food to
my mom.” The donations we have received from the
pantry have been a true blessing."

More good news

The St. Mary’s Food Pantry was recently awarded a generous grant
from Fairfax County to continue their good work of feeding the
hungry in our area. Part of the grant is allocated for the purchase
of a van to help deliver food to those who are ill, or otherwise
unable to drive to the St. Mary’s pantry, and part of the grant is des-
ignated for the purchase of food for those in need. The grant, how-
ever, does not cover the cost of household toiletry items.
Parishioners are especially asked to support St. Mary’s pantry by
purchasing: all varieties of soap for the home, toilet paper,
paper towels, deodorant, toothpaste, toothbrushes, lotion,
and shampoo & conditioner.

In today's Gospel we hear about
the first time that Jesus came to
the Apostles after He rose from
the dead. He breathed on them
and told them that they had the
power to forgive sins. Jesus had
just given us the Sacrament of
Confession- now a priest could
take God's place to hear our sins
and tell us that we are forgiven.

Today, the second Sunday of Easter, is also the
feast of Divine Mercy. Mercy means being treated
well even though we don't deserve it. God is so
merciful that He wants to forgive ALL our sins, no
matter how bad. All we have to do is be sorry and
go to Confession.

God's Divine Mercy is so great that even the
worst sinner in the world can be saved from Hell if
he asks for it. But even our little sins hurt Jesus, so
we need to ask God for mercy too. Don't ever
imagine that God can't forgive you when you are
sorry- remember, Jesus died on the cross so that
you would be able to go to Heaven!
