What is Total Consecration to Jesus
through Mary?

Total consecration to Jesus through
Mary and exercise to increase our
spirituality and ability to truly serve our
Lord, Jesus Christ.

Jesus came into the world through Mary
and for us to be close to Jesus, we
should go through Mary. Consecration
means to set aside for a sacred
purpose. Mary’s life was set aside so to
serve our Lord. We, too, can completely
give ourselves to Christ by consecrating
ourselves to Him.

How does it work?

The consecration is set forth by St.
Louis de Montfort consists of a 33-day
period of prayerful preparation,
followed by the actual act of
consecration.
