This coming week we have tremendous feasts including St. 
Therese and St. Francis of Assisi.  This week also includes 
two feast days dedicated to the Archangels, September 
29th, and Angels, October 2nd. 
 
An angel is a pure spirit whose essence is a will and a mind.  
(Unlike many errors of angels, they have never been 
human.)  They are created by God with a higher nature 
than ours.  Hence, they are more powerful and more intel-
ligent than human beings.  Yet, the good angels are God’s 
messengers that want to help us get to heaven. 
 
How often do we see angels visiting persons in the Old 
Testament and New Testament!  The greatest message was 
that given by the Archangel Gabriel to the Blessed Virgin 
Mary that she would conceive and bear the God-man, Jesus 
Christ.  The Book of Tobit recounts the Archangel Ra-
phael healing Tobit.  Raphael also intercedes for Tobit’s 
son, Tobias, in finding his wife, Sarah.  The Archangel Mi-
chael defeats the Devil in the Book of Revelation 12: 7-9. 
 
Jesus alludes to the fact that every human person has a 
Guardian Angel in Matthew 18: 10-14, “See that you do 
not despise one of these little ones; for I tell you that in 
heaven their angels always behold the face of my Father 
who is in heaven.” 
 
A guardian angel is there to guide and guard us from spiri-
tual evil as well as physical evil that would be detrimental to 
our soul.  Do I ask my guardian angel for help?  Do I thank 
my guardian angel?  St. Frances of Rome saw and inter-
acted with her guardian angel daily.  St. Padre Pio con-
versed with his guardian regularly.  He even asked him to 
do errands for him – like waking up the friar who was often 
late!
