PADRE’S CORNER

If Baptism is the removal of Original Sin that we all
inherit from Adam and Eve (and all personal sins as well
as all temporal punishment due for sin), why do we cele-
brate the Baptism of the Lord this Sunday? After all,
Jesus is God. God cannotsin. A sin is an offense against
God!

Our Lord Jesus teaches us by His words and by His

example. Atthe end of the Gospel of Matthew, Jesus tells
the Apostles, “All authority in heaven and on earth has
been given to me. Go therefore and make disciples of all
nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of
the Son and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe
all that I have commanded you; and lo, I am with you al-
ways, to the close of the age.” (Mt 28: 18-20)
Jesus commands that the Apostles (and their successors)
baptize. He even gives the terminology for baptism. For
one to change the terminology of baptism is to invalidate
1t.

Jesus also teaches us the importance of baptism by
His example. He is baptized with water by John the Bap-
tist. John’s baptism was a baptism of repentance, but not
a sacrament. Jesus had no sin but identifies with us
sinners. He will be condemned as a sinner to die on the
Cross. Indoing so, He redeems all of us sinners.

Jesus uses John’s baptism as the format for instituting his
own Sacrament of Baptism. Ifyou recall your catechism
days, a sacrament is an outward sign, instituted by Christ
that gives grace (God’s life). When a Christian baptizes
another person, he does so with water — by pouring or by
immersion — while saying the words Jesus gave to His
Apostles. Original Sin is removed (and all other sins if
the person is above the age of reason); the soul is in-
delibly marked as a Catholic; the soul receives the theo-
logical gifts of faith, hope and love; and, most
importantly, the soul receives God’s life into it! God’s
life in one’s soul can grow throughout life by cooperation
with God’s inspirations — prayer, sacrifice, works of char-
ity, as well as any work done of love for God and one’s
neighbor.

How important is it to be baptized? Jesus says,
“Truly, truly, I say to you, unless one is born of water and
the Spirit, he cannot enter the kingdom of God.” (Jn 3: 5)
Most Scripture scholars agree that Jesus is speaking of
baptism. Baptism is crucial as it removes Original Sin
which is a block to God’s life in the soul.

But, what about those who are never baptized with water?
More to discuss.. . . .
