PADRE’S CORNER

Armistice Day is celebrated as the end of World War I -
11-11-18 at 11:00am. In the United States we celebrate
itas Veterans® Day.

Isita coincidence that November 11th is the feast day of
St. Martin of Tours (France), the Roman soldier convert
at the age of 18? St. Martin left the Roman ranks to be-
come a priest and monk. He was taught by St. Hilary of
Poitiers. Martin was to found the first monastery in the
west near the modern-day city of Tours. He died in 397.
Did you ever notice how many times Jesus condemns the
Pharisees and Scribes? He refers to them as “hypocrites’
and ‘white-washed tombs’. How many times does Our
Lord condemn soldiers? Zero. He actually prays for the
soldiers who put Him to death, ‘Father, forgive them;
they know not what they do.”

Most military people I have known over the years are
pretty peaceful people. Yet, they have sacrificed to pro-
tect our nation from aggressors. Thank you to our vet-
erans!

Could I speak about one of our veterans who died re-
cently? He was a helicopter pilot in Vietnam and is re-
membered for his bravery, flying 2,000 hours in three
tours. He earned 80 (this is not a typo) citations for brav-
ery, including the Silver Star, three Distinguished Flying
Crosses, two Bronze Stars for valor, two Purple Hearts,
an Army Commendation Medal, and, most notably, a Dis-
tinguished Service Cross.

On Easter Sunday, March 26, 1967, Jerome Daly flew his
helicopter 100 meters from enemy gun positions to pro-
vide smoke cover for the rescue of three downed helicop-
ter crews. He flew 12 passes into enemy gunfire until the
last crew had been rescued! Though his helicopter took
dozens and dozens of hits (it never flew again), he and his
crew were unscathed.

After Daly retired from the United States Army, he joined
the seminary and was ordained for our diocese in 1987.
He was known by many of us as Fr. Jerry Daly! To my
knowledge, he rarely, if ever, spoke of the above honors.

Again, thank you to our veterans!
