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“Rejoice in the Lord always; again, I say, rejoice!” So
are the words of St. Paul in his letter to the Philippians. It
is because the Lord is close at hand.

This Third Sunday of Advent is often called Gaudete
Sunday or Rejoice Sunday. The reason is because Jesus’
Birth is close at hand. Jesus’ presence always brings joy
in the Gospels and in life. When the Blessed Virgin visits
her cousin Elizabeth who is pregnant with St. John the
Baptist, John leaps in his mother’s womb because he rec-
ognizes the few-day-old presence of the baby Jesus in
Mary’s womb. The angels speak of ‘good news of a great
joy to the shepherds. As one spiritual writer puts it, His
mysteries are only joyful; we bring on the sorrowful mys-
teries in life.

We shall be joyful on Christmas Day if we have Jesus
in our souls; if we have sought happiness through Him,
with Him and in Him. For, if we follow so many messages
in the world that tell us joy can be found apart from Jesus,
in other words, in sin, we will only find sadness. We
should be mindful of the rich young man who went away
from Jesus sad because he could not give up his posses-
sions.

Happiness of a Catholic is not dependent upon pos-
sessions, pleasures or power. Itis dependent upon Jesus’
life in our souls that no entity, save ourselves, can ever re-
move! It remains amidst suffering and struggles in life.
What must have been the Virgin Mary’s joy in these final
days of her pregnancy!

How many people does Jesus want us to bring to Him?
But, how many people are ever attracted to sad and
gloomy people?! St. Teresa of Avila once humorously
quipped, Lord, save me from sour-faced saints! Sadness
attracts no one. Itis rooted in selfishness, lack of mortifi-
cation and shallowness in its love for God. Ultimately,
sadness is uprooted by allowing Jesus to remove our self-
ishness — our sins — in the sacrament of Confession.
Frequent use of this sacrament helps us grow in happi-
ness.

We should bring joy to a world which is sad at heart
because individuals more and more remove God from it.
People need to be convinced that Jesus Christ has really
been born in Bethlehem, and few things are more con-
vincing than the habitual happiness of the Christian, even
in the midst of pain and contradictions.

May Our Lord bless you through the Immaculate
Heart of Mary!
