We are blessed to have a beautiful church in which to wor-
ship Our Lord. We have incurred debtin order to build the
church. Our mortgage payment is $55,000 per month,
which we will pay over the next eight years. Our current bal-
ance on our loan is just under $4,800,000. So as to not
continue to drain our collection income, which we need for
the daily expenses of running the parish, we are starting a
dedicated second collection on the third Sunday of the
month, every month for debt reduction. We are asking all
of you to prayerfully consider contributing to the collec-
tion. There is an envelope in your monthly packet or you
can use Parish Giving, our on-line electronic giving vendor
to make donations to the Building Fund or Debt Reduc-
tion. We have also included envelopes in the pews. You can
also use our QR code located on the back of the hymnal or
listed below.
